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In 2010, as economic turmoil continued to spread in many parts of world, Canada’s economy showed 
encouraging signs of recovery. However, with the rising cost of living and continued shrinking of full-time 
sustainable employment opportunities, the need for strengthening our community’s capacity for social and 
economic solutions has become even more pressing.  
 
In response to such a need, Social Planning Council of Ottawa continued our catalyst role by focusing our 
work on four strategic areas: 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

• Access to Basics –addressed areas such as poverty reduction, access to fresh and affordable 
food, access to education and lifelong learning; 
 

� Community Economic Development (CED) – Our community consultation sessions help to 
develop a vision for community economic development enabled by stronger relationships with the 
private sector.  In addition to our ethnic minority business training, we successfully launched our 
green building initiative pilot where we are helping to develop skills and create job opportunities 
for youth at risk while addressing labour-shortages in companies involved in environmentally 
beneficial renovations. We continue to support the Buy Local food initiative through programs of  
Just Food. 
 

� Creating Inclusion –We continued to facilitate the work of ethno-cultural coalition and support 
the capacity building for small ethno-cultural groups and launched a community kitchen initiative 
to help create networking and skills developing opportunities for women who would otherwise live 
in isolation. 

 
� Capacity building support to the voluntary sector – We have launched our proprietary 

Community Information and Mapping System (CIMS).  CIMS is designed to meet unique 
information needs of social and health agencies in the community and various municipal 
initiatives. CIMS will provide its clients with tools to do their own research and analysis through an 
interactive online data and mapping portal.
